Community Policy Highlights: 2.3 Landscaping

Standard landscaping maintenance services, including mowing, edging and leaf removal, will be provided by
REDSTONE FAMILY HOUSING in the family housing common areas and un-fenced yards of all residences on a designated
schedule in order to provide all residents a consistently appealing community.

Residents will be responsible for turf mowing, trimming and clipping removal (if necessary) to REDSTONE FAMILY
HOUSING specifications of all fenced back yards. In the event that a resident does not maintain their fenced back yard to
REDSTONE FAMILY HOUSING standards, the resident will be charged for any lawn maintenance services performed in
these areas to restore the yard to proper appealing conditions.
